Rear Channel kit installation

1. Depending on the cable flow of the Cabinet used, select the required Rear Channel Kit:
e For the left to right Cabinet (LR), the Rear Channel Kit to install is DCX-HRRC-LR01
e For the right to left Cabinet (RL), the Rear Channel Kit to install is DCX-HRRC-RL01

2. On the Housing installed determine the position to place the Rear Channel.
Place the Rear Channel to the associated position and secure the Rear Channel with the (3) provided screws.

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3. At the rear of the Telescopic Spool, align the pins of the Rear Frame Spool with the Rear Fixture positioning holes.

Make a slight push to attach the Rear Frame Spool to the Telescopic Spool.
Install the Telescopic Spool Assembly into the Cabinet.
